Am I suggesting a cooperative cannot run afoul 
of its objectives? Certainly not. What I am saying is members have authority and can correct a path entered into errantly. In fact, 
Rio Grande Electric Cooperative is living proof of that fact. In the late eighties, the membership rose up and seized control of the 
Cooperative. They altered its course. I was hired in the aftermath of that event and we have worked hard to build trust and earn our 
members’ confidence. I hope you are a satisfied member of Rio Grande. If you are not, I hope you will seek resolution of whatever 
is troubling you. I can assure you it’s our desire to play a valuable role in your life, 
and be a service of which you can be proud. 

My January bill from the Cooperative revealed that during the 
holidays I paid $6.46 per day for the electric energy I received. We had our sons and 
their families in for Christmas and entertained. We had a cold snap, but we were kept 
cozy and warm by electric heat. Our food in both the deep freeze and the refrigerator 
was preserved and available. When I was hungry, electric energy was a ready servant 
to cook our food. It heated our water and lit our home, all for $6.46 per day. That’s a 
lot of bang for the buck! I cannot think of a single thing I spend money on that pro-
vides a greater value. I will be eating out tonight, and I can assure you what I spend 
for electric energy today will be far less than what I spend on that one meal.
